Building on SCIE's existing work (a synthesis of the qualitative evidence on older people's views on hospital discharge) and essentially involving older people who have knowledge and/or experience of the discharge planning process, no doubt the guide (the first of its kind) would provide a much needed and long overdue resource for older people, their families and carers.  

This is a piece of work that I would definitely see as a priority and would be delighted to be involved in, either as lead or in partnership with other SCIE colleagues.
In discussion with Mike, I think the project would need to 

· explore whether the guide could take the form of a work book for older people;

· employ a participative design so that SCIE could work alongside the existing group of older people who were involved in the narrative synthesis, with added input from other groups, particularly from minority ethnic elders;

· build a link with Age Concern, who have been making overtures to SCIE about possible joint work; and

· build a link with the Change Agent team, so that SCIE work would complement their work with providers.

The project would need a budget of about £45K, in order to cover the collaborative element and a possible commission on the guide aspect, with some publication costs.  

I would envisage a 6-9 month project starting in July.
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
